ABouT THE MORRIS FARM DAIRY HERD...

» The Morris Farm dairy herd consists of up to ten cows, including calves. The dairy herd is milked twice a day and is certified
organic by The Maine Farmers’ and Gardeners’ Association, LLC. This means everything our cows eat is organic, and should
they fall ill, they are never given antibiotics. Also, the cows are pastured during the growing season enjoying fresh grass
from spring through fall. All of our milk is bottled at the farm and sold fresh, not pasteurized, and not homogenized at the
farm and at two local health food stores.

ABouT SAMSON, oUR AMERICAN GUINEA HoG...
« Samson, an American Guinea Hog, is a member of a breed in danger of extinction.

» Early American colonists brought this breed of hog from Africa; it soon became a common Agriculture
barnyard animal. Education
» American Guinea Hogs forage well for food, withstand cold weather, and are good mothers. Community
« By “root-o-tilling” the sod, eating kitchen scraps and leaving his manure, Samson helps us prepare the
ground for cultivation.
